water issues. Mr. Richard Bolek, a Visiting Professor
of Chemistry at University of Toledo from Leuphana
University Liineburg in Lineburg, Germany opened
the evening with an interesting look at the
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relevance of fragrances from personal care
products, different modes of degradation and their
possible environmental aquatic effects. Mr. Bolek
heightened all attendees’ awareness of the increase
in scentful-marketing and proliferation of fragrances
in personal care products; plus he elaborated on
concerns about the unintended infochemical effects
and possible endocrine disruptive effects of
fragrances. The presentation certainly made me
wonder whether fragrances were being overused
and really necessary for function of products.

Toxicity Infochemical Effect

Dr. Patrick Lawrence, Chair & Associate Professor in
the Dept of Geography and Planning at the
University of Toledo and Board President of the
non-profit Partners for Clean Streams organization
and Chair of Maumee RAP Advisory Committee,
gave an enlightening historical-geographical
presentation on the state of the Ottawa River (also
known as 10 mile creek) in Toledo. He traced the
link in urban and industrial growth & development
with the health of the Ottawa River via a multitude
of colorful maps dating from mid 1800s to present.
Recent reclamation efforts of the Ottawa River and
former industrial sites along the river and ongoing
green space initiatives left the audience optimistic
about the future and appreciative of the efforts of
the many individuals and groups who work tirelessly
to keep our waterways clean.

The final speaker, Dr. Earl Campbell, Jr.,
Board Member of non-profit Lake Erie Waterkeeper
Inc. and Professor Emeritus of Medicine, Medical
College of Ohio, educated the group on microcystin,
commonly known as the toxic green algae slime
common to Lake Erie but what is in fact a type of
photosynthetic bacteria. Regardless of reference,
microcystin is toxic and poses a major clean water

health risk where ever it flourishes; waters high in
agricultural phosphorus runoff in combination with
the right water temperature (summer months) and
minimal lake water turnover produce ideal
conditions for microcystin blooms. Microcystin has
been detected in the water in intakes in western
Lake Erie in past years. Toledo and other
communities monitor and treat the Lake Erie water
intakes to ensure the water is safe for drinking. The
cost of treating water for Toledo is $3-4 million.
Carroll Township, serving about 2000 customers,
shut down last summer because the protein toxin
from microcystin had tested at levels three times
the recommendation by the World Health
Organization. Dr. Campbell emphasized the need to
decrease and minimize conditions that contribute
to microcystin blooms (phosphorus runoffs)
because cleaning, removing or detoxifying the
water with or after the blooms is far more
challenging and hazardous. Physical removal of
microcystin is complicated by the fact that rupture
of the cells causes even more concentrated release
of the protein toxin. In 2013, Lake Erie blooms
started in early July along the southern shores of
Ontario and in the center of the Central Basin. By
late July, blooms were in Maumee Bay and the far
western basin and along the Michigan shoreline.
Blooms on the shores of Maumee Bay State

Park have tested positive for toxins and resulted in
beach closures. Also last year, visible blooms
appeared to originate out of the Detroit River,

especially on the Canadian side.

Toledo Section has been
operating under bylaws that date back to 1979.
Really? Yes, it’s true.

Efforts were undertaken back in 2001 to change
them but due to circumstances, these efforts were
never realized. We all should applaud last year’s
Chair Tina Hubbell for spear-heading efforts to
make the necessary revisions as required by
National ACS in 2013 and submission of those
revisions. ACS Committee on Constitution and
Bylaws (C&B) received our first submission in Dec
2013 and then final submission (with slight
adjustments per request from C&B) back in early
January 2014.

We just recently received notice from C&B, and
they found “them to be legal and consistent with
the SOCIETY’S documents and internally consistent
with the Section’s bylaws.” HOORAY!

C&B sent us a preliminary report of their findings
and a marked-up copy of the bylaws with all
required and recommended changes. The Section’s
Executive Committee (EC) will be meeting here very
shortly to review & approve changes. Then they’ll
be READY for VOTE by section’s members. Bylaws
(1979 version and EC approved 2014 version) will be
sent via regular mail for section’s members’ review
and vote to approve in accordance with our current
1979 bylaws.

The most significant change in the bylaws from
1979 to current version you need to be aware of is,
if approved, Toledo Section will be able to conduct
Section’s Officers’ elections electronically. Welcome
to the 21° century! There is also a lot of added
language and sections to be consistent with ACS
MODEL BYLAWS and Guidelines for Local Sections.
